ADULT LEARNING
We will improve the range and choice of Community Based Adult Learning (CBAL) across the area.

· Develop and distribute a Community Learning questionnaire targeting 1000 households, 6 community organisations and school parent evenings by September 2009

We will increase the provision of core skill courses across the area.

· Provide a rolling programme of literacy and numeracy provision focussing on a healthy diet and maintaining a healthy weight.  We will engage with 20 participants by September 2009
· Develop and deliver ‘Book ‘n a Bag’ targeting 10 participants per course by July 2009

· Deliver three GOALS motivational courses targeting 12 participants per course by September 2009

· Identify and work with clients who are experiencing barriers to learning opportunities and work, targeting 24 new learners by September 2009

· Provide computer ‘Taster Sessions’ in 2 libraries targeting 30 new learners and signposting participants to adult community guidance staff by September 2009

CAPACITY BUILDING

We will improve and enhance community organisations capacity to access resources and deliver services.

· Agree 3 year Service Level Agreements with local management committees, providing ongoing Link Officer support as part of the agreements by March 2009

· Provide ongoing professional development support to a minimum of 6 local voluntary sector organisations - building on local people’s commitment, skills and experience. 
We will provide the opportunity for the development of local community safety initiatives

· Provide a ‘Personal Safety Course for Women’, targeting 20 participants by June 2009

COMMUNITY PROFILE

The Howe of Fife and Tay Coast occupies the North West corner of the East area of Fife.  It contains the small town of Newburgh, Falkland and Auchtermuchty and a host of small villages and communities in a predominantly rural settings.  The landscape of the area is largely an agricultural one and annually attracts a significant number of migrant workers.

The overall population of the area is approximately 20,000 of which 68.6% are in full time employment.  The housing tenure in the area is largely owner occupied.  Due to the rurality of the area there is a high dependency on private transport.  Car ownership is 72% which is higher than the national average.  However, some families have a high dependency on public transport .  This impacts on access issues.
School pupils attend Bell-Baxter High School (BBHS) which has a school role of 1,800 pupils which includes the larger catchment of Cupar.  Recent records show that school leavers entering further education is higher than the National average.
COMMUNITY LEARNING AND DEVELOPMENT (CLD) PRIORITIES

CLD priorities for young people.  With the Fife statistics for sexually transmitted infections (STI) and teenage pregnancies being higher than the National average, we will focus on developing services within the area to address these issues.
The CLD Partnership will develop opportunities and services for young people which address rurality and access issues.

CLD priorities for Adult Learners.  We will conduct a survey of future needs of adult learners, acknowledging the rural isolation, focussing on 
literacy and numeracy and core skills development as defined in the Fife CLD Strategy.
CLD priorities in Capacity Building.  Through working in partnership with the voluntary sector, we will improve and enhance community organisations capacity to access resources and deliver services.

YOUTH WORK

We will increase the involvement of young people in the development, management and evaluation of youth work programmes.

· Establish a minimum of two Youth Forums/Action groups by August 2009

· Facilitate five young peoples involvement in the Big Shout, including Youth Parliament elections by October 2009

· Establish a ‘Blue Light’ planning group within BBHS, with a minimum of eight members by September 2009

We will increase the number of young people age 13 – 18 years to engage with Youth Work Services. 

· Develop youth club projects, engaging with minimum 40 participants focussing on active citizenship and personal development

· To address access issues we will increase detached youth work sessions in the area and develop a resource base within the area by June 2009

· Develop and deliver school holiday activity programmes across the area, engaging with a minimum of 200 participants

We will improve young people’s knowledge and understanding in key health issues.

· Implement ‘Boozbusters’ drama workshops at BBHS for all S2 pupils annually

· Establish a sexual health advice service and condom distribution point in the area
· Increase delivery of Youth Information sessions – a minimum of two ‘Market Place’ events in BBHS which promote youth services by March 2009

· Develop ‘Food Choices, More Choices’ courses, engaging with a minimum of 12 young people by September 2009

· Promote physical activity by developing the Street Football project across the area - engaging with a minimum of 50 participants by September 2009
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
