Pocket Profile

The Ward is bordered to the West by the M90 motorway and to the East by Cullaloe Wildlife Reserve and includes the communities of Hillend and Aberdour.   The area is diverse in terms of social mix and the nature of the communities, from the ancient royal burgh of Inverkeithing to the more recently developed community of Dalgety Bay.

The ward is generally affluent and much of it compares very well in terms of social and economic indicators such as employment and income levels, school attainment and health statistics.   However, the area of Inverkeithing South East compares much less favourably and is identified as a key area for CLD activity.   It is in the top 15% of disadvantaged areas in Scotland and statistics show:-

· Unemployment rate is above the Fife average
· The percentage of people on low incomes at 20% is in the top 5% for education (SIMD’09) compared to a Fife average of 12%

· Percentage of people workless with dependent children 70% higher than the Fife average

· Percentage of adults with no qualifications 37.6% compared to Fife average of 32.2%

· Admissions to hospital for alcohol and drug misuse are more than double the Fife average

· Vandalism rates are 386 per 10,000 population compared to Fife average of 262

CLD Priorities in Inverkeithing & Dalgety Bay Ward

· Increase participation in youth provision from the ward priority areas

· Improve access to  information on key health issues for young people

· Improve employability levels in the priority areas

· Develop further adult learning opportunities including literacies in Inverkeithing

· Support to local community groups in the priority areas
Our Outcomes for Adult Learning

Improve the employability of residents in areas exhibiting higher than average levels of unemployment

· Establish a weekly job search ‘drop in’ at Inverkeithing Civic Centre
Improve the personal confidence, self esteem, social networking and

personal health and wellbeing of community based learners

· Increase participation in learning opportunities from the ward priority

areas

· Develop a programme of learning at Ballast Bank Centre for 10 learners
Including First Aid, Health Issues in the Community and Child Protection

Improve the retention and progression of community based adult learners

· Complete Individual Learning Plans for all learners and provide guidance to enable progression to further opportunities

Improve the participation in community planning and local democratic processes

· Support learners involved in Health Issues in the Community course

· Encourage participation in Learners Forum activity by learners from priority areas

· Develop a Windows on the World course for 6 learners linked to other adult learning opportunities

Raise ambition and aspirations of people resident in areas of disadvantage

· Promote access to learning at Inverkeithing High School Community Use
· Consult with local groups to identify learning needs, including Tenants and Residents
· Celebrate and promote learner achievements as part of course programmes and annual learning celebration

Reduce the number of working age people with literacy and numeracy problems

· Develop a ‘Recipe for Success’ literacies project for 6 learners

· Deliver a Literacies course for parents in priority areas

Outcomes for Young People 

Increase the number of young people aged 13 – 18 who engage regularly with youth work services across Fife

· Improve attendance at youth provision in the priority parts of the ward

· Develop Friday night provision at Inverkeithing High School Community Use
