Pocket Profile
The Rosyth Ward borders Babcock International Dockyard to the West and to the East  the M90 motorway and includes the town of North Queensferry.   Historically it is an original  ‘Garden City’ having been developed in the early 1900s to house workers at the newly established Naval Base.   The Base was the mainstay of the local economy until 1996 when it closed.   More recently, the future of the dockyard under Babcock International has been more secure and the area around the Bridgehead has developed into a key business region.
In terms of social, health and economic indicators, Rosyth is very close to Fife averages in many cases.   However,

· Percentage of adults with no qualifications is 2 percentage points above the Fife average of 34%

· Weekly income at £417 compared with Fife average of £455

· Percentage of single parents at 9% compared with 6.9% average for Fife

· Hospital admissions for drugs misuse at twice the Fife average

· School attainment figures are below Fife averages at Primary level, close to Fife averages for S4 but below Fife averages at Higher level

· Parts of Rosyth South are in top 20% for employment and education (SIMD ’09)

· Unemployment rates are close to Fife averages at 4.6%

At a local level, partners identify the South of Rosyth as an area of developing need.
CLD Priorities in Rosyth Ward
· Increase number of young people involved in Youth Forum activity
· Improve access to information and awareness of health related issues for young people, including attitudes to alcohol
· Maintain and build on the strong links with health partners in the area

· Increase learning participants from Rosyth South area

· Develop family learning and Learners Forum activity


Our Outcomes for Adult Learning are to:-
Improve the employability of residents in areas exhibiting higher than average levels of unemployment
· Deliver a community based core skills programme and increase Learning 

Centre usage by 5%.

· Enrol 110 learners into IT Flex provision
· Deliver a weekly job search ‘drop in’ facility in Parkgate Centre
Improve the personal confidence, self esteem, social networking and personal health and wellbeing of community based learners

· Deliver a Confidence Building course for 8 learners
· Develop a family activity programme targeting 6 families

· Develop a ‘team’ of volunteer ‘buddies’ at Parkgate and implement training

Improve the retention and progression of community based adult learners

· Complete Individual Learning Plans for all learners

· Deliver a support programme for learners moving to College

Improve the participation in community planning and local democratic processes

· Deliver a Health Issues in the Community course for 8 learners

· Develop a Learners Forum and support 6 learners to participate, including attendance at Local Planning Groups
· Deliver a Windows on the World course exploring local community issues


Raise ambition and aspirations of people resident in areas of disadvantage

· Raise awareness of learning opportunities with residents in target areas in Rosyth South and enrol 6 learners
· Develop learning celebration events for courses and learning centres

Reduce the number of working age people with literacy and numeracy problems

· Develop a Literacies course aimed at jobseekers
Our Outcomes for Young People are:-

Increase the number of young people aged 13 – 18 who engage regularly

with youth work services across Fife
· Deliver 3 Detached Youth Work sessions per week
· Extend youth provision at The Shack
